[bookmark: _GoBack]If your CAD nominal truly is drawn .252 instead of .254, then you would use a normal ‘Bilateral – one result’ profile evaluation with a tolerance of .002”. This is because, with a print nominal of .254 and a unequal profile tolerance of .002, your smallest possible size with perfect form and orientation, is .250. So now, if your CAD model has a nominal of .252, which is right in the middle of the band, an equal all around tolerance zone would be .002 bilateral.
