

In your depth characteristic, Right-click on it and choose CONDITION.
You will see a "flow chart of sorts. 
In the middle of the flow chart, you see a place for a formula, right-click and choose formula on that. 
Plug in a formula something like... 
abs(getActual("Point1").z >0.025 
OK out of the formula builder 
That would be "True" if the difference is deeper than the dimension in the formula and if you have YES selected on the flow chart, the program will end. 
Use the greater than > or the less than < symbol in your formula, which ever you want it to stop at.
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You can also use a Condition in the feature strategy, Open up the strategy and click on the strategy used and right click on it to choose strategy. 
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
